Worcestershire Regulatory Services (on behalf of Worcester City Council) has been asked to consult with a number of interested parties in relation to the licensing of rear access wheelchair accessible vehicles.
Careful consideration has been given in respect of public safety and the suggested life-span of rear access wheelchair accessible vehicles.

As a result, Worcester City Council is seeking the imposition of the following condition:-
‘To licence rear access wheelchair accessible vehicles for a period of ten years of age from the date of first registration’
Currently Worcester City Council has a policy in place that will only grant licences to wheelchair accessible vehicles that are side accessed for a period of twelve years from the date of first registration.
It has been agreed that all other current conditions applicable to side access wheelchair accessible vehicle will be imposed upon rear access wheelchair accessible vehicles.
This change to the current policy is as a result of a request made by a number of licensed drivers.

Any change to our policy could have an impact on a number of disability groups, and therefore, to comply with the Equality Act 2010, we are seeking your views as to whether you agree to the age condition in respect of rear access wheelchair type licensed vehicles.

We intend to consult over a twelve week period and the closing date for any of your comments will be 3rd April 2012
